UNPACKING

INSTALLATION (Wall mounted mirrors only)

o Remove the decorative nuts from mounting screws on the bracket.

. Check the wall does not have any wiring or pipe work behind where you intend
to drill.

o Using a spirit level, line up the mounting bracket to the desired position and mark
the wall (with a pencil) where the holes of the bracket are.

. Using an electric drill, drill holes in the walll at the marked positions.

. Push the wall plugs in to the holes and line up the mounting bracket.

. Place the decorative cover of the mirror over the mounting bracket so that the

mounting screws pass through the holes of the decorative cover, then tighten.

USE & BATTERY REPLACEMENT*

Remove the 3 x frame screws.

Carefully open the mirror to reveal the black battery compartment.
Insert 4 x AAA (1.5V) batteries in fo the batftery compartment.
Reassemble the mirror.

Press the power switch on the mirror face fo turn the light on and off.
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NOTE: The switch is on a timer and will switch off after 4 minutes (+-1minute)

ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT (Free standing mirrors only)

o Turn the adjustable nut anti-clockwise.

. Set the height.

o Turn the adjustable nut clockwise to secure.

CARE

. Before cleaning, ensure the product is switched off.

. Do not use excessive amounts of water when cleaning the mirror.

. Do not immerse the product in water or any other liquid.

. Clean with soft, moist cloth and any glass cleaner or soap & water. Do not use
abrasive cleaner.

BATTERY CAUTION*

. This product is not suitable for use with rechargeable batteries.

o Do not attempt to recharge non-rechargeable batteries.

3 Only use a battery of the same or equivalent type to that recommended.

o Take special care to ensure the batteries are inserted correctly, observing polarity.

. Avoid short circuiting the contacts of the battery terminals.

3 Remove the battery when it has expired or if the mirror is fo be stored for long
periods.
